The View from Albuquerque of the Next Year’s Convention

‘Rails aong the Rio Grande’ was absolutely atop notch convention. Only in desert country can you complain about too much AC
in the meeting rooms and thoroughly enjoy riding a backyard steam engine in 90 degree weather. Albuquerque will be a hard convention to
top, but we will try to do so in Greeley in 20009.

The major events for next year’s convention are shaping up nicely. The ‘2009 RMR-NMRA Convention’ has a hard working
committee laying out all sorts of ideas. There are twelve high quality layouts lined up for tours and we may have more as we get closer.
NMRA member Rich Wilson has a good handle on layout tours. He has been organizing tours for the Northern Colorado Model Railroad
Club for over five years. Michael Command (a NCMRC member) is organizing at least eight layouts for special guest operating sessions.
Sign up early to get your name on thelist. Don Allender (NCMRC member) is accepting offersto do clinics. Don will be selecting clinics
that are both interesting and educational for modelers and railfans alike. Additionally, Don will coordinate with Chris Johnson (NCMRC
member), who isin charge of non-rail events, to include some clinics targeted to spouses and families. Chrisisworking on some interesting
ideas to keep the ladies entertained. NMRA life member Chuck Hagemeister (and NCMRC member), will be in charge of the NMRA
contests and will do Merit Judging for folks working on the Achievement Program. We have averbal commitment from Steve Lee, from
Cheyenne, WY, who isin charge of the UP Steam Team, to be our featured speaker at the banquet. Three prototype tours are planned with
transportation from the convention hotel.

The customary train show will be held in conjunction with the convention. It will be held at the Island Grove Regional Park —
Exhibition Building, one of largest indoor facilities (24,000 sq ft) in Greeley. Bill Beranek (NCMRC member), train show coordinator, has
arranged for more than a half of dozen modular layouts to be on display. As of thiswriting, we do not have an exact count on the number of
vendors planning to attend, but we hope to exceed the number at previous regional conventions by 25% to 50%. There isthe possibility of
having an outdoor ride-along train for the kids.

The highlight of the weekend will be the grand opening of the Greeley Freight Station Museum. Dave Trussell (NMRA and
NCMRC member) anticipates that families will be lined up around the block, eager to see one of the Nation’ s largest, fully scenic, fully
operational, HO scale layouts. Conventioneers will be able to avoid the lines by attending a free, extended tour of the museum the day
before. The layout will be on the operating session list but we' re encouraging conventioneers to sign up early as there are a limited number
of operating positions. The layout has afull size working CTC machine that controls more than 20 scale miles of mainline signals, long
passing tracks, helper pockets, and atwo percent grade to Quartz Mountain summit, which is 98 inches above the floor.

WEe re encouraging everyone to attend what we anticipate will be a“very specia” Memorial Day weekend in Greeley, CO. See

Notice of Changeto Scale Rails Subscription Rates

The 2008 National convention isover, and severa important decisions came out of the Board meeting there. You'll be hearing
about most of those decisionsin “Scale Rails.” However, one decision that may directly impact you is the new decision to raise the annual
subscription rate of “Scale Rails.” If you're currently running an NMRA subscription or renewal form in your newsletter, as of October 1,
2008 you'll have to adjust the rates for memberships that include the magazine. Here'sthe official word from the Board:

"In order to keep up with rapidly escalating costs for printing and distribution, the Board approved anew rate of $19 (US members)
per annual subscription of ‘Scale Rails.""

Remember, thisis still quite avalue, considering “ Scale Rails” istypicaly 72 pages and full-color. In fact, a subscription comes to
less than $2 per month. So, bottom line: after October 1, the new annual NMRA dues rate with a“ Scale Rails” subscription will be $55.
