The Arkansas Valley Division (17) along with the Pueblo Model Railroaders Association/PMRA,
of which most members are NMRA members, will start on the construction of the Division’s portion of
the Rocky Mountain Region module project for display and operation at Rocky Mountain Region
conventions and other events this summer. Greg Long the RMR Secretary graciously, with the approval
of the Long family, has donated a portion of the late Jerry Long's home layout for the project. The AV
division has chosen the engine facility portion of the layout for the conversion to the RMR’s module
standards. Included will be the roundhouse, turntable, shop buildings and yard tracks. The section
chosen looks like a standard gauge version of East Broad Top Railroad’ s narrow gauge Rockhill Furnace
(Orbisonia) shop complex in southeastern Pennsylvania. EBT closed down in 1956 as the last operating
narrow gauge railroad east of the Rocky Mountains.

The module will be removed in sections and rebuilt to the RMR specs as two or more modules.
Included in the section chosen are alot of quality hand laid code 70 track and turnouts. All the shop and
engine facility buildings will be refurbished and placed back on the module. Wiring will be updated and a
new main line added with new turnouts for access to the shop complex. The scenery will be completed in
the complex areathat was started by Jerry. A lot of the specia hand built cars will be upgraded and used
as the module tool and wreck trains.

| would like to personally thank the Long family for their gratitude in donating part of Jerry
Long'slegacy to the AV Division. Through our efforts and those of the PMRA we should have an
outstanding modul e to set up and use with the other RMR modules.

The paint isamix of Toyota Titanium Metallic and Blue
Pearl. It fits hisidea of what "russian iron" should look like. He decided to sheath the cylinders and
valve covers with the same color. He built the cab from walnut as he wanted a taller, somewhat more
modern wood cab than the fake wood and steel one that came with the kit. The "compressor” is awater
pump from Keim Steam Pumps. He aso added vacuum brakes for the tender and train. Next he needs to
build a cab roof and glaze and paint the cab. Beautiful!
